LESSON PLAN: Hybrid Electric Car

Students will:  understand that “hybrid” cars run on two sources of energy that work together to increase energy efficiency  (Main Idea)

OBJECTIVES:

At the end of the lesson, students will be able to:

1 – Explain how a hybrid electric vehicle works (comprehension)

Explain how a hybrid electric vehicle works: OBJECTIVE 1 

· DEMONSTRATION: demonstrator walks around the car and discusses how the vehicle operates, various features of the vehicle, and energy efficient components. Students and/or teacher test drives the car

· DISCUSSION: class discusses the future of automobiles (e.g. fuel source, fuel additives, technologies, etc.) and the meaning of “hybrid” vehicle; (“hybrid” means “two” sources of fuel)

· NOTE: a Segway® Human Transport demonstration and test drive can usually be included in this presentation
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Materials: hybrid electric car and demonstrator





OBJECTIVE 1: “Hybrid” means two sources of fuel; a hybrid electric automobile works by using a gasoline-combustion engine and a series of electric motors; the combination of two energy sources increases the efficiency of the vehicle
